	Some towers will not be accessible by safe or reasonable means. Towers on steep or rocky slopes, towers which are accessible only over water, or towers in wetlands may be declared as inaccessible after discussion with SCL on a case by case basis. SCL expects crews to be able to hike several hundred feet to access a tower. Towers requiring hikes beyond a reasonable distance can be discussed with SCL for possible declaration as inaccessible. As a reminder, this work is to be charged on an hourly basis, not on a per tower basis. Limitations on the level of effort (and corresponding cost) required to access a tower will be discussed during Field Manual preparation and will likely evolve by mutual agreement during the course of the contract performance.

		Most towers will fall into the “Light Clearing” (Bid Item 2) category. An example of a “Heavy Clearing” tower would be one that is completely engulfed with tall, thick blackberry making it difficult to approach. This would be expected to require use of power equipment such as a self-propelled walk-behind rough-cut mower (brush hog). Vegetation removal at a “Light Clearing” tower could be performed either with hand clippers/loppers or a common portable, gas powered weed-trimmer. City Light will work with the successful bidder to provide any further clarification requested during the preparation of the Field Manual.
