Instructions: All services shall be provided in accordance with contract Scope of Work (SOW), including but not limited to the contract definition of closed-loop recycling and the general requirements listed in Attachment 2. The City estimates the contract will be used at least once a month for the pickup of up to 5,000 gallons of a mixture of used mineral oil containing <1 ppm PCBs and used natural ester fluids.  The number of pickups and quantity of used dielectric fluid are not guaranteed; deviation by the City from the number of pickups and quantities is to be expected. The information provided above is only for the proposal and will not constitute a purchasing obligation on the City nor does it represent any expectation or assurance from the City. The actual number of pickups and quantity may vary. However, evaluation of Pricing shall be based on the City's estimated number of pickups and the quantity of mixtures of used mineral oil containing< 1 ppm PCBs and used natural ester fluid.

Used Dielectric Fluid Containing 1 to 49 ppm PCBS

Instructions: All services shall be provided in accordance with the contract SOW, including but not limited to the contract definition of closed-loop recycling and the general requirements listed in Attachment 2.  The City estimates the contract will be used at least three to four times a year for the pickup of up to 5,000 gallons of used dielectric fluid containing 1 to 49 ppm PCBs.  The number of pickups and quantity of used dielectric fluid are not guaranteed; deviation by the City from number of pickups and quantities is to be expected. The information provided above is only for the purpose of the proposal and will not constitute a purchasing obligation on the City nor does it represent any expectation or assurance from the City. The actual number of pickups and quantity may vary.  However, evaluation of Pricing shall be based on the City's estimated number of pickups and the quantity of used dielectric fluid containing 1 to 49 ppm PCBs.

Prices are to be quoted only in the stated units of measurement shown below.  If unforeseen condition occur (e.g., fluctuation in oil prices), the Vendor and the City will negotiate new pricing.
